The Principals response to asking for more alternative food options in the UCBC refectory was;

“If anyone has any requests on the type of items we offer then please fill in the comment cards or talk to a member of staff in the unit. They have in the past tried various items such as Halal burgers which have been as a direct result of comments from our customers. 

We try to offer a range of items to hopefully cater for most budgets. Staff within the Curve would really appreciate examples or feedback on anything they can do further. 

We undertake regular price checks and feel that pricing is competitive compared to similar outlets available in the town centre e.g. Blakey’s or Harvey’s and we will continue to do that, until recently we have not increased our prices for 3 years despite the recent high price increases in raw ingredients, for example the price of flour has gone up by 30% and Tuna by 47% this year alone.”

The principal suggested that students organised a survey. NM to close student survey and pass the results onto ME. ME will forward onto the principal.

The principal discussed that unfortunately they will not be able to get a cash machine but will ask the bank provider again to reconsider.
